According to data from M
the United States Geological Survey, in 2023, about 85% of the copper concentrate used by Chinese smelters 20:
came from imports, while China's refined copper production that year was 12 million tons, and domestic copper Su
mining was only 1.7 million tons, accounting for 4.1% of the world's copper reserves. I2-|0c
According to the latest government plan, China plans to increase domestic copper resources by 5% to 10% in the 81
next three years to reduce its dependence on imports. At the same time, the government will encourage smelters to
sign long-term supply agreements with global miners, increase imports of copper blister and anode copper, and Er
promote scrap copper recycling to optimize the supply chain of copper resources. Ct
